JOB DESCRIPTION: Summer camp counselors lead hands-on activities for campers ages
3.5-11 with a co-counselor. Activities include hiking, farm chores, gardening, nature-based
crafts, traditional camp games and songs, caring for farm animals, and more! Counselors
work with a co-counselor at all times, and are supported by the Camp Director, Assistant
Directors, and Education Program Coordinator. Candidates must be able to commit to a
1-week staff orientation, 6/16-6/20 from 8:30-4:00p, as well as the 8-week camp period,
6/22-8/14, M-F, 8:30a-4:15p. Part-time counselor positions are also available (8:30a-12:45p
or 12p-4:15p). There are two optional bonus weeks 8/17-8/21 and 8/24-8/27. This is a
seasonal position.

STONEWALL FARM: SWF is a non-profit educational farm in Keene, NH. Our mission is to
teach and demonstrate regenerative farming to people of all ages to ensure food security,
vibrant communities and a healthy planet. We host students year round, including summer
camp, on our 125+ acres of farm, field, forest, and wetlands. Our summer camp provides
farm based, experiential learning for children ages 3.5-11.
